INSTRUCTIONS FOR EXPLODING CARDS
1. Print out two copies of the sheet – onto PAPER, not card.

2. Cut out the large square with the 9 (or 4) pictures, the two smaller images, the coloured rectangles and the coloured strips.

3. Two of the smaller images are spares.
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4. Fold A to D, with the pictures on the inside.[image: image2.jpg]



5. Open out, then fold B to C, with the pictures on the inside.[image: image3.jpg]



6. Open out, fold A to B and C to D with the pictures on the outside this time. [image: image4.jpg]



7.  Open out, push your finger into the middle so that the top and the bottom come up to meet each other, and the vertical fold you’ve just made meets itself.[image: image5.jpg]
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You will now have a shape which looks like this:[image: image7.jpg]



8. Fold the top point of the top layer down to the middle. Fold the bottom point up to the middle.[image: image8.jpg]


 then flip the paper over and do the same again, so that all the top and bottom points are now folded to the middle.[image: image9.jpg]



9.  Stick your coloured strips onto card which measures 3” x 12”. The strips measure 3” x 6” plus a little bit so that if you don’t have any card measuring 12”, you can use 2 pieces of card and slightly overlap the coloured paper.[image: image10.jpg]e o o P S R R
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10. Back to the folded paper. Waggle the little triangles you have just made, to make sure they bed both ways, then using your finger, poke them inside the folded paper, so that the points are touching on the inside where the pictures are. It should look like this:[image: image11.jpg]
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11. Making sure that your pictures are the right way up, stick your folded pieces onto the edge of the card like this:[image: image14.jpg]


 (The coloured side of the card is face down on the table.) Carefully fold in from the end to the middle, so you are folding where the point of the folded paper meets the card – like so: [image: image15.jpg]


 Stick your 9 picture folded piece down to the centre of the card, so it doesn’t pop up on it’s own.
The do the same with the other side like this:[image: image16.jpg]


The folded bits should meet in the middle.

12. Tie a piece of ribbon around the middle of the card from side to side. Mat and layer your 2 small images and using foam tape vertically, stick onto either side of your bow, making sure you stick the ribbon to the card in the process.[image: image17.jpg]



13. Stick your blank rectangle onto the back of the card to write your greetings onto. 
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 This will also strengthen your card if you have had to use 2 smaller pieces of card stuck together instead of a 12” strip. Your card is now finished and when opened looks like this:[image: image19.jpg]
